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Golf Tips 

Master the  
Simple Chip 

 
Take your wrists out of 

the swing, and make it an 
arm-and- shoulder move-
ment, with a little bit of 
body turn.  Fewer mov-
ing parts means fewer 

mis-hits and more control 
over loft and distance 

How to Shift your 
Weight  

 
Your right knee should 
point at or slightly in 
front of the ball at im-
pact.  That shows you 
made a good weight 

transfer.  Here’s the se-
quence during the 

swing:  Left knee points 
behind the ball at the 
top: right knee points 
toward it at impact 
 

Chipping:  How to 
Hit it Solid 

 
Keep your back swing 
short when chipping.  

When your swing is too 
long, the tendency is to 
decelerate the club and 
lose your spine angle 
during the swing.  So 
keep your action com-
pact back and through.  
You’ll hit crisp chips 
with great distance 

 control
