The above chart provides a summary of the courses we use for league play. These numbers provide an indication as to
the playability of each course. The numbers are issued by the USGA and assist in comparing one course to another for
handicap purposes.

Rating—This is the score a zero handicap player should achieve. When compared to par, it indicates whether the course is
easier or more difficult. If course par is 72 and rating is 72, then the course is neutral.

Slope—Measurement of a course’s difficulty based on two factors—length and obstacles. Obstacles include water, traps,
fairway width and difficulty of the putting greens. Average course is 113

A simple and repeating
swing starts with good
alignment. Check it every
time your practice. By pla
ing clubs along the grou

in either side of the ball
aimed directly at your ta
get.

allel to the target-line club
to help you square up you
feet,, hips and shoulders.

Swing steeply in rough

The best way to overcome
a dicey lie is to make a
steeper swing—»bringing
the club down to the back
of the ball instead of
sweeping it through . To
swing steeply, make sure
your hands beat the club-
head to impact, maintain-
ing some angle in your
wrists until the ball is on
its way.
