Stop the Block 
 

If you hit your drives solid 
but they fly right, you are 

probably blocking the 
shot.  Grip the club lightly, 

let your hands release 
through impact, and finish 
with your weight on your 

left side. 
 
 
 

Lift your leg to see 
if you shift 

 
Swing your club back to 
the top and then hold it.  

See if you can lift your left 
foot off the ground without 
losing balance.  This will 
show you if you are mak-
ing a good weight shift to 

your back foot. 

Learn from a 
bowler. 

 

You can learn the feeling 
of a proper right-arm 

movement from watching 
a bowler.  All of his/her 

weight is on the front foot 
first; then the right are 
swings through, pulled 

from the left side, which 
is braced.
