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Golf Tips 

Chipping:   
How to Hit it Solid 

 
Keep your back swing short 
when chipping.  When your 
swing is too long, the ten-
dency is to decelerate the 
club and lose your spine 

angle during the swing. So 
keep your action compact 
back and through.  You’ll 
hit crisp chips with great 

distance control. 

 The Basic Splash 
Out 

 
In greenside bunkers, take 

a wide stance, and sit 
down a little more at ad-

dress.  This will lock your 
lower body in place.  Open 

the clubface before you 
take your grip.  Rotate it 
open, and then set your 

hands on the club.  Finally, 
make a three-quarter back 
swing, and hit down and 
through the sand.  Swing 

through so your chest 
faces the hole. 

Turn on your 
Wedges 

It’s so tempting to freeze 
your body and just use your 

arms  to hit wedge shots.  
But if you don’t turn your 

body and shift your weight, 
you’ll scoop your hands to 
generate more speed, and 
that’s how you hit fat and 

topped shots.  Instead, point 
your right index finger down 
the shaft, and hit shots con-
centrating on getting that 

finger, your right knee and 
your belt buckle all pointed 
at the target in the finish.
